The Mayodan Town Council met at 6:00pm on March 14, 2022, at 101 N. 10" Avenue, and with a quorum
present Mayor Wall called the meeting to order.

OATHS OF OFFICE:
Mayor Chad Wall administered the oath of office to Council member Michael Buck Shelton.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Thomas Dunlap, 210 N 6" Ave., Mayodan spoke to Town Council about having chickens in Mayodan. Mr.
Dunlap had chickens for 12 years without noise complaints or complaints about the smell. Mr. Dunlap asked
Chief Caruso if the police department ever received complaints regarding his residence involving chickens. Chief
Caruso stated that the police department had never received complaints regarding Mr. Dunlap’s residence. Mr.
Dunlap asked Councilmember Buck Shelton, his mail carrier, “did you know that we had chickens?”
Councilmember Shelton stated that he didn’t know Mr. Dunlap had chickens. Mr. Dunlap also told Council that
his chickens have been gone for five months now and his 12-year-old daughter with mild autism misses her
chickens and keeps asking to see them. Mr. Dunlap went on to say that the waste from the chickens was very
minimal and that he used it to fertilize his garden and yard. Mr. Dunlap is asking that council to consider allowing
the citizens in Mayodan to have chickens within town limits with standards and regulations.

Jesse Mabe, 703 Roach St., Mayodan spoke to Town Council about having chickens in Mayodan. Miss Mabe is
in favor of the town allowing chickens in the town limits. Ms. Mabe stated that The Town of Mayodan was the
only town around this area that doesn’t allow chickens in town limits. Miss Mabe also said she and her family
were body builders, which involves eating eggs for protein and it would be cheaper and more convenient if they
could have chickens.

Stephanie Mabe, 703 Roach St., Mayodan spoke to Town Council in support of allowing chickens within the
Town limits and supporting her daughter Jesse. She stated that none of her neighbors were aware that they have
chickens on their property. She stated that her daughter treats them as pets and has trained them to do tricks and
be on a leash.
